Chapter 6 contains specific advice on key topics such as
how to write about art and how to use colour. Chapter 7
talks students through successful gallery visits. In the
final chapters students are provided with a glossary of
key words and their definitions, detailed information on
art works referred to in the text, a bibliography and lists
of relevant internet sites for further research.
